In 2022 we had the opportunity to impact over 300 families with food 
relief, training and sharing of the gospel. Some highlights are Last 
December, a ministry outreach to an emergent church that is a target 
for Islam. During the outreach (Dec 22), we provided food relief for 
100 families struggling with food shortage, many of whom Islamic 
militants forcefully grazed their farms. Our volunteers (pastors and 
elders) partnered with 7 different denominations and shared the 
gospel (using a mini projector kit) in the local language with about 
200 people; about 78 gave their lives to Christ.
